Murdoch pro-
vides services and support to peo-
ple with intellectual and develop-
mental disabilities (IDD), complex 
behavioral challenges and or 
medical conditions whose clinical 

treatment needs cannot be sup-
ported in the community. Mur-
doch operates four specialty pro-
grams including children and ado-
lescents programs which are avail-
able for individuals residing in all 
regions of the state. 

Murdoch's services include: 

Facility based respite services are 
provided to give caregivers tem-
porary relief. 

General population residential 
program (non-specialty programs) 
serves adults providing a broad 
array of residential, medical, ha-
bilitation and training services to 
promote independence. 

BART (Behaviorally Advanced 
Residential Treatment) and Next 
Step serves adult males with an 
IDD diagnosis and extreme behav-

ioral challenges. 

STARS (Specialized Treatment for 
Adolescents in a Residential Set-
ting) serves adolescents ages 13 
through 17 who have dual diagno-
sis (developmental disability and 
mental illness). The length of stay 
is up to one year. 

PATH (Partners in Autism Treat-
ment and Habilitation) serves chil-
dren ages 6 through 16 with au-
tism spectrum disorder and seri-
ous behavioral challenges. The 
length of stay is up to two years. 

TRACK (Therapeutic Respite Ad-
dressing Crisis for Kids) serves chil-
dren ages 5 through 17 who have 
intellectual disabilities and or au-
tism spectrum disorders, serious 
behavioral challenges and are in 
behavioral crisis. The length of 
stay is between 3-45 days.

ll great chefs know that

Kurt and I headed out to Utah as 
our main destination, along with a 
brief stop in Las Vegas for a family 
memorial service and with spend-
ing time with old friends. Our goal 
was to get to Lubbock the first 
night.

From Lubbock we headed west to 

Holbrook, Arizona. We wandered 
through the Painted Desert that 
flowed into the Petrified Forest 
National Park.

know few of us ever talk about it 
but it is something we accept as 
inherent in our passion for riding. 
Risk is common in many hobbies. 
The football player is exposed to 
head and numerous other injuries, 
Snow skiers face high speed im-
pact injuries. The list goes on and 
on. Anyone who exposes his/her 
body, untethered, to the elements 
and surroundings while in motion, 
faces risk of injury or worse. Just 
ask any insurance company repre-
sentative. They will be happy to 
explain it all to you, including how 
much the insurance coverage will 
cost you. They project the premi-
ums needed to cover claims and 
pay out during the year as claims 
ŎƻƳŜ ƛƴΦ LǘΩǎ ŎŀƭƭŜŘ Ǌƛǎƪ ƳŀƴŀƎŜπ
ment and it is big business.  
 
Much of the risk we face is be-

yond our direct control. We 
cannot change the bad behavior 
of the drivers near us. We can 
have an effect on our own actions 
and decisions. We can practice 
our own risk management. We 
can add to or lessen our own ex-
posure to injury every time we 
throw a leg over the motorcycle. It 
goes something like this. 
 
 Every decision we make, from 
what we wear to how long we 
ride between breaks, increases or 
decreases risk. Every decision we 
make about our ride, from ride 
planning to how fast we enter a 
switchback mountain road turn 
either increases our risk or de-
creases our risk. Every ride in-
volves many decisions. Where are 
we going, what are we wearing, 
when to stop, how is the weather, 
what route to take, what equip-
ment and supplies to take along, 
all before picking up the key for 
the bike. Any one of those deci-

sions could have an effect on our 
safety. During the ride the deci-
sions come at us fast and furious - 
speed, road conditions, traffic 
around us, hazards, following dis-
tance and all the rest. Decisions! 
Any one of these could also affect 
our safety.  
 
[ŜǘΩǎ ƴƻǘ ŦƻǊƎŜǘ ŀƭƭ ǘƘŜ ǾŀƭǳŀōƭŜ 
training available from GWRRA 
University, at no cost to you. 
These seminars and modules 
come chock full with information, 
methods and tips designed to 
keep you safe. We often try to ig-
nore the risk. It is uncomfortable 
to think about. When you think 
ŀōƻǳǘ ǘƘŜ ǊƛǎƪΣ ƛǘΩǎ ƛƴŜǾƛǘŀōƭŜ ȅƻǳΩƭƭ 
think about bad consequences. 
But ignoring risk does not diminish 
risk. Be proactive. Look risk in the 
eye and by consistently making 
the right decisions we will keep 
risk at a minimum.
